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In this talk, I will present results from a production study, a series of eyetracking studies, and a mismatch-negativity study, which examined production, spoken word recognition and perception of word-initial "th" mispronunciations in English. The production study  of English containing Dutch and German L2 learners of English, as well as English L1 speakers from Birmingham UK, will show the distribution and characteristics of "th" mispronunciations.  Based on the production data as well as on previous perception research, the consequences for lexical processing will be discussed. Results from eyetracking experiments will then show how variability in pronunciation effects spoken-word recognition. The electrophysiological study will show whether linguistic experience with mispronunciations influences processing already at a prelexical level.
